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Called to Love and Serve

On April 4, 2019, Pope Francis appointed Archbishop Wilton D. Gregory to serve as the
Archbishop of the Archdiocese of Washington. Just a few weeks ago, on October 25, 2020
Pope Francis named Archbishop Gregory a Cardinal. In this elevated role, Cardinal-designate
Gregory continues to have the primary responsibility to the people in the Archdiocese of
Washington. As Cardinal though, he will also serve the universal Church by voting for a new
Pope when there is a vacancy and providing advice to the Pope on important issues.

Do you think Cardinal-designate Gregory knew he would grow up to become Cardinal?

We can't always imagine what plan God has for our lives. In the case of Cardinal-designate
Gregory, his journey to becoming Cardinal began with his ‘yes’ to God's calling to become a
priest. This ‘yes’ to the vocation to the priesthood led him to receive the Sacrament of Holy
Orders and begin his service to the Church.

Like Cardinal-designate Gregory, men around the world arecalled to the Sacrament of Holy
Orders. There are three degrees to the Sacrament of Holy Orders - deacon, priest, and
bishop. Deacons are married or unmarried men called to serve God by assisting at Mass,
giving homilies, and doing acts of service. Priests are called by God to serve His people
primarily through the sacraments — celebrating the Eucharist, and the sacraments of
baptism, reconciliation, and marriage. Priests give their lives to loving the Church through
their vow of celibacy, and selfless service. Bishops (and Archbishops) are priests appointed
by the Pope with the responsibility of teaching, sanctifying, and governing parishes in a
geographic area called a diocese or archdiocese. All of these men — deacons, priests, and
bishop — are living out their 'yes’ to God to love and serve Him through the vocation God
created them for.

Llamados a amar y server

El 4 de abril de 2019, el Papa Francisco nombré al Arzobispo Wilton D. Gregory como
Arzobispo de la Arquidiécesis de Washington. Hace solo unas semanas, el 25 de octubre de
2020, el Papa Francisco nombré Cardenal al Arzobispo Gregory. En este puesto elevado, el
Cardenal-designado Gregory sigue teniendo como responsabilidad principal el servicio a la
gente de la Arquidiécesis de Washington. Sin embargo, como Cardenal, también servira a la
Iglesia universal votando por un nuevo Papa cuando haya una vacancia y brindando apoyo
al Papa sobre temas importantes.

¢ Crees que el Cardenal-designado Gregory sabia que al crecer se convertiria en Cardenal?
No siempre podemos imaginar el plan que tiene Dios para nuestras vidas. En el caso del
Cardenal-designado Gregory, su camino para convertirse en Cardenal comenzé con su “si” al
llamado de Dios para convertirse en sacerdote. Este “si” a la vocacion al sacerdocio lo llevé
a recibir el Sacramento de las Ordenes Sagradas y comenzar su servicio a la Iglesia.

Al igual que el Cardenal-designado Gregory, hombres de todo el mundo son llamados al
Sacramento del las Ordenes Sagradas. Hay tres grados para el Sacramento de las Ordenes
Sagradas — didcono, sacerdote y obispo. Los didconos son hombres casados o solteros
llamados a servir a Dios asistiendo en la Misa, dando homilias y realizando actos de
servicio. Los sacerdotes son llamados por Dios para servir a su pueblo principalmente
a través de los sacramentos — celebrando la Eucaristia, y los sacramentos del Bautismo, la
Reconciliacién y el Matrimonio. Los sacerdotes dan su vida por amor a la Iglesia mediante
su voto de celibato y servicio desinteresado. Los obispos (y arzobispos) son sacerdotes
designados por el Papa con la responsabilidad de ensefiar, santificar y gobernar parroquias
en un area geogréfica llamada didcesis o arquididcesis. Todos estos hombres — didconos,
sacerdotes y obispos — estan viviendo su “si” a Dios para amarle y servirle a través de la
vocacion para la que Dios los creé.
