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On October 25, Pope Francis elevated Archbishop Wilton D. Gregory to the College of Cardinals.
Whatis the difference between Bishop, Archbishop and Cardinal?

Cardinal

When a bishop is appointed by the Pope to serve as Cardinal, he continues in his role as the visible head of a (arch)
diocese. He also becomes a close advisor of the Holy Father in matters of the Church and has the task of electing a
Pope.

Strengthened with a special outpouring of the Holy Spirit, through the imposition of hands, Bishops act as Christ’s
representative as teacher, shepherd and priest.

Archbishop

When a bishop is appointed by the Pope to serve as Archbishop, he is made the visible head of an archdiocese. An
archdiocese is a larger diocese, or one of historical importance. His primary task remains - to teach, govern and
sanctify this flock.

Bishop
When a priest is appointed by the Pope to serve as Bishop, he is ordained to the fullness of the sacrament of Holy
Orders. He is made the visible head of a diocese. He is given the task to teach, govern and sanctify this flock.

When asked about his appointed to the College of Cardinals, Cardinal-Designate Gregory replied:
“I thought that God is good and how grateful | was to the Holy Father for this appointment and how I look
forward to working closely with him in his ministry to the universal Church.”

;Cual es la diferencia entre obispo, arzobispo y cardenal?

Cardenal

Cuando un obispo es designado por el Papa para servir como cardenal, continua en su papel de cabeza visible de una
(arqui) didcesis. También se convierte en un asesor del Santo Padre en asuntos de la Iglesia y tiene la tarea de elegir al
Papa.

Fortalecidos con una efusién especial del Espiritu Santo, a través de la imposiciéon de manos, los
obispos actiian como representantes de Cristo como maestro, pastor y sacerdote.

Arzobispo

Cuando el Papa nombra un Obispo para servir como Arzobispo, se le hace la cabeza visible de una arquidiécesis. Una
arquididcesis es una diécesis mas grande o de importancia histérica. Su tarea principal sigue siendo: ensefar, gobernar
y santificar el rebafio.

Obispo

Cuando el Papa nombra un sacerdote para servir como obispo, es ordenado a la plenitud del sacramento de las
Sagradas Ordenes. El se hace cabeza visible de una diécesis. Se le encomienda la tarea de ensefar, gobernar y
santificar este rebafo.

Cuando se le pregunté acerca de su nombramiento para el Colegio de Cardenales, el Cardenal Designado
Gregory respondié:

“Pensé que Dios es bueno y lo agradecido que estaba con el Santo Padre por este nombramiento y cémo
espero trabajar estrechamente con él en su ministerio para la Iglesia universal.”
